Dear Ms Churairat,

Thank you for meeting with me today to discuss New Zealand's contribution to
Thailand’s efforts to enhance the speaking of English in Thailand.

As discussed, New Zealand would like to target its contribution to the area of
teacher training. As you will be aware, there is much research indicating that
one of the most effective ways of improving English language proficiency is to
focus on “training the trainers”. New Zealand is a leader in this area — we
have a number of world class programmes designed to improve the skills and
effectiveness of teachers of English as a second language.

We are accordingly delighted to offer four scholarships to Thai teachers to
complete a Masters of teaching English as a second language (“MTESOL") at
one of New Zealand’s world class universities.

The four scholarships are part of the New Zealand-ASEAN Scholar Awards
("NZAS”"), funded by the New Zealand aid programme under the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs and Trade. The scholarships will cover full tuition fee, living
costs while the successful applicants are in New Zealand, an establishment
allowance on arrival and return airfares to New Zealand. Partners of
successful applicants are also eligible to apply for a New Zealand work visa,
which would allow them to live and work in New Zealand for the duration of
their partners’ scholarship.

In terms of next steps, | would be most grateful for your Ministry’s assistance
in identifying a shortlist of 8 to 10 potential scholarship candidates. To be
eligible for shortlisting, potential candidates would need to meet the attached



NZAS scholarship criteria and also have applied and received an offer of
placement from one of the five New Zealand universities that offer the
MTESOL programme.

In order to be eligible for the next July 2012 New Zealand university intake,
shortlisted candidates would need to be identified to the Embassy by 9 April.
The Embassy would then interview all shortlisted candidates and aim to
advise successful candidates by early May.
