GENERAL INFORMATION/PROVISIONS

The Thailand-United States triucational Foundation (Futbright} which helps to administer the Hubert H. Humphrey
Feliowship program, a8 non-degree program for mid-career professionals in Thai government and private
organizations, invites applications from Thai citizens who have demonstrated leadership in public service for one
vear of non-degree study and practical work-related experience in the United States. For the 2013 academic year,
the Foundation will recruit up to three (3) outstanding candidates.

PROGRAM FIELDS: The programs arranged for Humphrey Fellows are related to one of the following fields:
Agricultural and Rural Development, Communications/Journalism, Substance Abuse Education, Prevention, and
Treatment, Economic Development/Finance and Banking, Educational Administration, Planning and Policy,
Higher Education Administration, HIV/AIDS Policy and Prevention, Human Rescurce Management, Law and
Human Rights, Natural Resources Management/environmental, Policy/Climate Change, Public Health Policy and
Management, Public Policy Analysis and Public Administration, Teaching of knglish as a Foreign Language
(Teacher Training or Curriculum Development), Technology Policy and Management, Trafficking in Persons
Policy and Prevention, Urban and Regional Planning.

Applications of nominated candidates will be submitted to the Institute of International Education in
Washington, D.C. far final review and selection.

Appropriate candidates are mid-career professionals in leadership positions who have a commitment to public
sarvice and the potential for professional advancement. They should be currently employed by national, local
or regional government units or universities or by private sector organizations, with assurances of
reemployment upon return.

The Humphrey Program is designed for those moving into positions of inportant responsibility and influence in their
careers. Humphrey Fellows will be placed as non-degree students in graduate level courses in one of 18
participating universities, Professional activities such as seminars, special research projects, field trips, attendance at
professional association conferences, meetings with professional counterparts and professional affiliations with
appropriate organizations provide fellows with practical experience in their fields cutside the university setting. The
emphasis is on broad-based program cbjectives that go beyond the acquisition or improvement of professional or
technical skills alone.

FINANCIAL PROVISIONS: The Humphrey Fellowship provides a monthly maintenance allowance, a
book and supplies allowance, tuition and fees when applicable, round-trip international travel to
the host institution (and to the Fellow’s English-language training program when applicable) and
domestic travel to Washington, D.C. for a special seminar. Supplementary funds are provided for
professional activities such as fleld trips or attendance at confarences. Humphrey Fellowships are not
renewable. The monthly maintenance allowance ranges from US$1,700 to 2,500 based on the cost of living in a
given area of the United States. . There will be no provision for dependents to accompany fellows, nor will fellows
receive a separate allowance to support dependents.

ELIGIBILITY

An appiicant must:
1. he a Thai citizen in good health;
2. he preferably from 30 to 50 years of age;

3. have at least a B average (3.0) or the equivalent on academic transcripts for all years of undergraduate
study or a successful academic record at the graduate level; if possessing a degree from the U.S., should
have returned to Thailand for at least seven years prior to August 201 3;

4. be physically present in Thailand at the time of interview;

have an outstanding record of professional accomplishments and leadership qualities;
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7. Universities teachers with no management or policy responsibiiities are technically ineligible,
except for teachers of English as a Foreign Languages and teachers in the fleld of drug abuse
prevenbion and treatment:

8. have a TOEFL score at least 525 paper-based or 195 computer—based or 71 interpet-based on a

test taken within two years prior to the date of application. Or IELTS score of at least 6.0. (ITP TOEFL
can be presented for pre-screening only. The candidate is required to take TOEFL test if selected by the
Binational Selection Commiltee with vouchers provided by TUSEF)
