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Abstract 

Research Title 	A Study of causes and how to prevent drop-out of risked group 

of Student, Uttaradit Technical College.

This research has objectives to 1) to study the reasons for drop-out before the end of 

the study program of Uttaradit Technical College risked group students. 2) To find ways to 

prevent drop-out before the end of the study program of Uttaradit Technical College risked 

group students. Using quantitative research methodology, survey research was conducted 

using a questionnaire with a total population of 268 people. Sampling from R.C.Krejcie and 

D.W.Morgan sampling table. By Simple Random Sampling of 159 students with vocational 

certificates and high vocational certificates (diplomas), in the risked groups, Uttaradit Technical 

College, academic year 2020. There are 156 returned questionnaires from students sampled 

in this research. 

Research Finding 

The majority of respondents were male, with 91.7 percent of respondents. 53.8% ages 

between of 15 and 17, 34.6% representing of the 3rd diploma level. 44.9% study industrial 

mechanical, 51.30% of the current cumulative average grade level of 2.00-2.50 GPA, 37.80% 

of parents have farmers/fisheries occupations, 30.10% of parents have monthly income of 

10,001- 20,000 baht. 

The reasons for drop-out before the end of the study program at Uttaradit Technical 

College have 6 areas, as follows: 1) Students: have problems with class time/adaptation 

problems with vocational education, 2) family: Most of the problems are caused by family 

break-ups/divorced parents. 3)Institution: The condition of buildings and classrooms is 

deteriorating, and the classroom is not sufficient for the number of students. 4) Faculties: 

Need consultation and fo(low-up, communicate, advice, and visit home. 5) Community and 

environment: the source of the muffled area near the school makes it easy to escape, and 6) 

Teaching/Curriculum: Curriculum is not match the interest and need of student. 



For guidelines for preventing drop-out before the end of a study course, has 6 areas: 

1) Students: School should focus and enforced on the policy of teachers to take care of 

students. 2) On the family side, teachers, instructors or counselors should organize friend 

activities to help friends, or Buddy pairs up to take care of friends for helping friends and 

mentoring activities. In order for teachers to know the change of learners individually, 

3) in schools, rules and regulations should be open to discuss and participate from all parties 

including students. Students are involved in setting the rules. 4) Teachers: teachers can 

provide adequate learning resources or learning area within the school to provide instruction 

and match the interests of the (earners. Organize bonding activities between teachers, 

counselors and students, and counselors should pay attention and take care of counseling 

students especially on a special case 5) Community and Environment: Schools should take 

seriously the control measures in the vicinity of schools and the escape of student and 

6) teaching/curriculum. Organize activities to teach and tutorial from senior year student and 

peer learning. 
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
