CONCEPT NOTE N

Introduction

The Southeast Asian Ministry of Education Organisation (SEAMEO) Secretariat embarked on
a project that responded to the COVID-19 pandemic, particularly in alleviating the impact of
pandemic to education. Under the Accelerated Funding to Strengthen GPE’s Global and
Regional Response to the COVID-19 Pandemic, SEAMEO Secretariat piloted the Disability-
Inclusive Teaching in Emergencies (DTeEm) online course to-ensure continuity of learning for
marginalised children, particularly the children with disability. With the aim of supporting
teachers on their roles in teaching and nurturing the development of learners with disabilities,
the following modules were developed:

« Module 1: Stress management and psychosocial support
« Module 2: Utilisation of different assistive technologies
« Module 3: Developing emergency response plan

« Module 4: Continuity of Learning

Aside from these modules, an introductory module was also prepared to orient the course
participants and provide an overview of the course. There were also five orientation videos
and 26 animated videos to supplement the learning modules.

In developing the content of the online course, SEAMEO Regional Centre on Special
Education Needs (SEN) was tapped to provide the expertise on disability and inclusive
education to the course materials while SEAMEO Regional Open Learning Centre
(SEAMOLEC) developed the Learning Management System (LMS).

Pilot Implementation

The online teacher training course was adopted and piloted in Bhutan, Cambodia, Lao PDR,
and Timor-Leste. Aside from the four countries, a small group of learners in the region were
also part of the pilot run through the initiative of SEAMEO SEN.

The piloting of the course was made possible through the collaboration of Ministries of
Education, universities, and training institutions in pilot countries, namely:

 Bhutan Ministry of Education-Special Education Need Division

+ Cambodia Ministry of Education Youth and Sports -Special Education Department and
National Institute for Special Education ' -

« Cambodia Royal University of Phnom Penh (RUPP)

« Lao PDR Ministry of Education and Sports

+ Lao PDR Souphanouvong University

» Timor-Leste Ministry of Education-Inclusive Education Division

» Timor-Leste INFORDEPE and PHD.
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The course was translated from English to local languages of the pilot countries, namely
Dzongkha, Khmer, Laotian, and Tetum and Bahasa Indonesian.

The piloting in September 2021 generated interest from other countries in the region.
Teachers and educators who took the course during the pilot run recommended that the
course be offered to other teachers.

Sustaining DTeEm Online Course '

Bringing the impact of the DTeEm course to mbre teachers will draw SEAMEO closer to
attaining its mission of paving quality of life in the region. In particular, offering the course in
more local languages and offering it to teachers other than the pilot areas will be SEAMEQ’s
concrete action to SEAMEO Strategic Plan (SSP) 2021-2030.

SSP 2021-2030 reaffirmed its Education Agenda and Seven Priority Areas in Education.
Embarking on the second phase of DTeEm online course will be SEAMEO Secretariat's
contribution to Priority Areas #2 on Addressing Barriers to Inclusion as the course content
focused on information and activities on supporting learners with disabilities. It likewise
pushes for Priority #3 Resiliency in the Face of Emergencies as the course aims at
capacitating teachers to respond to education needs of learners with disabilities in times of
emergencies. In addition, as this is a course that targets teachers whether they are regular,
special education or teacher-to-be, the course likewise addresses Priority Area #5 Revitalising
Teacher Education.

Aside from the four pilot areas, SEAMEO Secretariat is adding more countries to benefit from
the online course in Southeast Asia. In particular, it added courses that are translated into
Vietnamese and Thai. The course will be offered to the teachers and educators in the region
and beyond. e

Objectives

The second phase of the implementation of the online course will target teachers in the region
and beyond. The Phase Il will have the following objectives:

1) Make the online course more accessible through the translation in local languages,
N e.g., Thai and Vietnamese
- 2) Promote the course to more teachers and educators in the region and beyond

3) Offer the course as a self-paced online course with technical support

Expected Outputs and Outcomes of the Online Course

This online course intends to develop capacity of teachers to adequately support children with
disabilities during and post crisis including but not limited to COVID-19. The course contains
several innovative pedagogies/approaches on psychosocial support, assistive technologies
for learning and emergencies, keeping safe during emergencies, learning from home, and
getting back to school setting after school disruptions.

Learners who will take the online course receive the following:

. -free online training with four modules .
« four Badges for completing each module
« Certificate for completing the course



Online Course Management

The public offering of the course will be initiated by the SEAMEO Secretariat in collaboration
with the Ministry of Education (MOE) and SEAMEO Centres. In particular:

SEAMEO Secretariat is responsible for the content of the online training course as well
as the online learning platform. It shall also be in-charge of the backend technical
support in the piloting of the learning management system.

SEAMEO Secretariat shall conduct orientations for MOEs and prospective learners
particularly on the technical aspects of the LMS.

The MOE/SEAMEO Centres are requested to provide support to the implementation of the
online course in particular:

The MOE/SEAMEO Centres shall assign a focal person who shall be responsible for
lliaising with SEAMEO for the conduct of the online course in the country

The MOE/SEAMEO Centres shall support the project through its endorsement and
promotion of the course to teachers and educators such as issuance a memorandum
or circular endorsing the online course in local languages or in English or promoting it
in its website or social media.

The MOE/SEAMEO Centres shall conduct local orientations.
