The research 

instruments for data collection were 13 questionnaires with a 1- 5 scale, and a record 

of the academic achievement. Data were later analyzed using statistical device such 

as percentage, mean and standard deviation.

1. The result from overall evaluation of the context showed a high level 

indicating passing the criteria set for evaluation.

3. The result from the overall evaluation of the process revealed a high level 

indicating passing the criteria set for evaluation. 

4. The product evaluation revealed the following results: 

4.1 The product regarding the satisfaction of the executives, teachers 

academic personnel, students and trainers in the establishment on the issue of 

evaluating achievement productivity according to the aims of the project showed that 

overall, the executives, teachers, academic personnel, students and trainers in the 

establishment had the high level of satisfaction.

4.6 Academic achievement in the professional of the students in all 

majors of higher vocational certificate students (Diploma) for the academic year 2021 

indicated an excellent result with the average score of 45.56 % passing the criteria set 

for all majors. The average grade for an excellent result was more than 25%. 
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
