Singapore Cooperation Programme

Singapore has provided technical assistance to
other developing countries since the 1960s. As a
country whose only resource is its people,
Singapore  believes that human resource
development is vital for economic and social
progress. Singapere itself has benefited from
training provided by other countries and
international organisations.

In 1992, the Singapore Cooperation Programme
(SCP) was established to bring together under one
framework the wvarious technical assistance
programmes offered by Singapore. Through the
SCP, the range and number of training programmes
were increased to share Singapore's development
experience with other developing countries.

To date, close to 150,000 officials from more than
180 countries, territories, and intergovernmental
organisations have participated in our courses and
study visits. The SCP is managed by the Technical
Cooperation Directorate of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, Singapore.

Colombo Plan Staff College

The Colombo Plan Staff College for Technician
Education (CPSC) is an autonomous specialised
agency of the Colombo Plan. It was established on
December 5, 1973 at the 23rd Consultative
Committee Meeting of the Colombo Plan held in
Wellington, New Zealand to assist the member
countries of the Colombo Plan in developing and
enhancing the quality of technical and vocational
education and training (TVET) systems through
planning and implementation of demand-driven
training programs; research and development;
information dissemination and consultancy activities
in Asia and the Pacific region. It became operational
in 1974 with the Republic of Singapore serving as the
first host Government. In 1987, CPSC moved to
Manila, Philippines upon the invitation of the
Philippine Government.

Course Objectives

This course is conducted under the auspices of the
Singapore-Colombo  Plan Staff College Joint
Training Programme, which is part of the Singapore
Cooperation Programme (SCP).

This course will introduce how Singapore TVET
institutions  formulate strategies and introduce
innovative systems to enhance existing institutional
management practices. It will also enhance
participants' understanding of application-based
teaching and learning approaches, provide
participants with strategy-identification tools to
manage youth in TVET institutions, and introduce
skill sets required for jobs in the green economy.

May 2024 in Singapore.

Terms of Award

The course is sponsored by the Government of
Singapore and the Colombo Plan Staff College,
under the Singapore-Colombo Plan Staff College
Joint Training Programme.

Under this programme arrangement, the
Government of Singapore will bear the following
expenses for the successful applicants (thereafter
known as participants) during their training in
Singapore. These expenses include:

*  Course fees:

* Visa application fees for entry into Singapore
[Note: participants are responsible for their own
transit visas (if any)];

* Hotel accommodation for the entire duration of
the course. Complimentary breakfast s
provided in the hotel from the first day of the
course to one day after the course;

* Per diem of One Hundred and Twenty
Singapore Dollars (S$120) in cash from the first
day to the last day of the course. A proportionate
reduction in the per diem will be made if you are
unable to attend the full duration of the course;

* Transportation between hotel and training
venue; and

* Basic insurance coverage (Group
Hospitalisation and Surgical; Group Personal
Accident) for participants during their stay in
Singapore, in accordance with the policy of a
local insurance company.

Note:

*  The nominating government will be responsible
for its participants’ round-trip airfares.
Applicants are encouraged to verify the
availability of funding for their round-trip airfares
with their respective nominating government;

* Participants are to bear all expenses prior to
receiving the per diem; and

* Asthe basic insurance coverage does not cover
any pre-existing conditions/illnesses and/or any
outpatient medical/dental treatment,
participants are strongly advised to purchase
comprehensive travel insurance which includes
adequate coverage of COVID-19 related
expenses and medical evacuation in the event
of any unexpected emergencies.
