- Please download the abstract template and follow the format carefully. - The abstract should be

submitted in the format of a MS Word (doc or .docx) document.

Abstract format guidelines
- An abstract is a concise summary of a research paper's substance, including its background,

purpose, methodology, results, and conclusion.

- It should be one paragraph with a word limit of 250.

- Keywords should be provided as a must (no more than six words).
- Keywords should be written in lowercase letters (Not applicable to names scientific names) and
should be separated with commas.
- Please do not include subheadings, bullets, lists, and headers/footers in the abstract. - Abstract
titles should be short, but descriptive. Informative titles, indicating key points, are encouraged.
-FONT
- Title: Times New Roman, 12 points, Upper case, Centered text in bold
-Body: Times New Roman, 11 points; Line spacing: 1, one column of text
- AFFILIATIONS
- Affiliations should be indicated with superscript Arabic numbers appearing at the end of the
surname/family name.
- A superscript asterisk should be used for the corresponding author
-Names of affiliations should be given, including the country.
-If there is more than one name and address, they should be related by superscript numbers.

- Your abstract will undergo a double-blind peer review within two weeks after its receipt. -

Results of the abstract review will be sent to the author within two weeks of submission. -
Acceptance or rejection of the paper will be sent to you with reviewer comments.

-If a revision is required, the revised abstract must be sent back within a week.

- If your abstract is accepted, you will be invited to present at The 4th Thailand-Japan

Presentation Formats
1. Poster presentation format and guidelines

- Presenter must use the Poster template provided and upload their poster as a JPG file with
a high resolution.

- Alternatively, Poster Presenter has an option to add a short audio file to accompany their
poster presentation.

- Presenter should prepare and display a visual representation of research (completed or in
progress), issue, or practice related to conference tracks.

- All posters will be displayed on www spatial. com platforms.

- The title fonts should be a minimum of 32, and the body of a minimum font size of 20.

- Poster should be self-explanatory with minimum text and maximum illustrations. Use a

typeface (design of type) that is particularly simple and clear.

2.Oral presentation format and guidelines
- Each presenter will be given a time slot of 15 minutes in total, which is distributed as 10
minutes of presentation and 5 minutes of answering questions from the audience.
-Make sure your PowerPoint presentation is in 16:9 ratio (1,920 x 1,080 pixels).
- Videos must be embedded in PowerPoint.

- Do not use links to YouTube or other web services in your presentation.

If
there is a need to cite references, please provide the sources in brackets. The first part of your abstract should state
the problem or issue you set out to solve and explain your rationale for pursuing the research. The purpose of your
study is to solve this problem andor add to your discipline's understanding of the issue. Your abstract should also
describe the research methods. Next, your abstract should indicates the results or outcomes of the work you have
done so far Finally, your abstract should close with a statement of the project's implications and contributions to its
field The content of the abstract will be the basis for acceptance of paper presentation at the international research
conference. The abstracts will be peer-reviewed and authors will be informed about acceptance for presentation via
email. Be sure to adhere to the word limitation for the abstract (250 words). The abstract should be submitted in the

format of MS Word (doc or .docx) document. Keywords should be given leaving one-line space below this text.
